Brasilien 

At the beginning of September we held a 
teacher training/introduction to FBS in 
the Brazilian capital of Brasilia. Before 
we went there was great uncertainty as 
to how many would actually show up – 
in the end we had around 40 people, 
half of which were business owners, 
with the other half pastors. The group of 
pastors in particular, was very exciting as 
several of them oversaw churches of 
several thousand members. We were 
also able to welcome pastors flying in 
from Colombia and Mexico.  

 

 

 



The teaching went really well and during the week we experienced a wonderful move of the 
Holy Spirit. Many people shared how God gave them callings, visions and several pastors told 
me how God had changed their lives during this week. This may not be the kind of thing you 
expect from a business school, but this is indeed a school full of the power and the presence 
of the Spirit! God wants to reach the marketplace with His kingdom, and He wants to raise 
up people who see the marketplace through the lens of missionaries.  

 

During the next weeks a total of four FBS schools will 
be starting (Sao Paulo, Rio De Janeiro, Brasilia and 
Salvador).  

God has done a tremendous work and given us great 
people to take over and bring the ministry forward in 
the country. They’re planning to do four teacher 
training sessions independently during the fall. These 
will take place in southern Brazil, in the Amazon as 
well as in the middle and the east of the country. The 
work has really taken off in a way that we hadn’t 
expected!
